Serving others unselfishly. . . 
1. Creates joy in my life. 
 
Get the focus off of myself

“Always be full of joy in the Lord; I say it again, rejoice!  Let everyone see that you are unselfish and considerate in all 
you do.”

“Forget about yourself long enough to lend a helping hand.”  Phil. 2:4 
 
Use my gifts to help others 
“God has given each of you some special abilities; be sure to use them to help each other, passing on to others God's 
many kinds of blessings.”

2. Improves my relationships
